What does it include?

· 5-day batting and bowling cricket camp (Mon – Fri) at La Manga Club Resort in Cartagena, Murcia, Spain.  Picnic lunch daily, water during cricket sessions and transportation to cricket nets from Las Lomas Village or Hotel La Manga Club 

· Full cricket itinerary of batting and bowling training, drills, cricket education and video analysis with Ian Pont, ABSAT Founder (Advanced Bio Mechanics Speed & Accuracy Training) and International Coach.  Subject to final numbers, Darren Thomas (Ex-England A, Glamorgan & Essex CCC) will also be invited to coach.

· Cricket coaching every morning after breakfast until lunchtime (avoiding hottest part of day) 

· 2 evening fielding sessions prior to dinner

· ECB approved four full-length practice nets at La Manga Club Resort.

· Afternoons and evenings at leisure 

· Families/accompanying adults welcome to watch cricket sessions

The cricket camp is open to adults and age 11+ juniors (not beginners).  Please note all juniors aged 11 – 15 must be accompanied overseas on this trip, although parents have the choice of watching the cricket sessions or not.

Useful Information:

Arrival should be anytime on Sunday 23rd August (check in available from 4pm).  Departure should be after the last lunch time session on Friday 28th August.  Room check out is 11am (late check-out  available on request).  For those checked out of rooms early, showers are available at the Las Lomas Village leisure centre.

Recommended Airports (transportation can be arranged by the resort):

Murcia/San Javier – approx 50 Euros one way

Alicante – approx 130 Euros one way

There is a great choice of accommodation at the Las Lomas Village, La Manga Club Resort from twinned rooms up to 3 bedroom family town houses.  These are (mostly) self-catering accommodation and a choice of breakfast, lunch, dinner or full board can be arranged.  

For those staying at the Las Lomas Village you have complimentary access to the outdoor and indoor pools, gym, sauna and steam room.  The Las Lomas Village also offers spa treatments.  

La Manga Club Resort is a beautiful oasis with a great range of sport, water and leisure activities to suit everyone.  On La Manga Club Resort there are local shops, supermarkets, 20 restaurants and a selection of bars.  To get around the resort, you have use of the Las Lomas Village (or hotel) complimentary shuttle service for those choosing not to hire their own transportation.

We will put you in touch with the Delphine Gauthier, the Resort’s Group Organiser for our cricket trip, so you may book, confirm and pay for your own accommodation directly.  They require final payment 8 weeks prior to departure.  On receipt of your accommodation selection (via booking form), we will ask Delphine to hold your accommodation and she will contact you to confirm.

· Set picnic lunch (baguette, pasta, fruit, cold drink) available for collection either at Las Lomas Village (or hotel) reception or will be delivered to the cricket camp

· Set dinner menu from a choice of 5 restaurants around La Manga Club Resort, offering a choice of 3 starters, 3 main and 3 desserts. Set Menus available on request or will be forwarded with itinerary.  If you have any special dietary requirements, please let us know.

For those on (group) full board each evening meal will be booked in advance*.  Therefore, Mavericks will select a restaurant for those choosing this option each evening and you may dine with the Mavericks team and other full board diners.  

If you are holidaying with your family and have chosen the full board option (or just want a night away from the cricket group) you are most welcome to eat at any restaurant of your choice by changing your lunch or dinner reservations to suit your requirements.  

There are around 20 restaurants on the resort so if you choose not to eat at one of the full board restaurants listed above, you will either be charged a supplement or charged in full.  Please check at time of re-arranging/booking.
